But God calls us to pray for our non-Christian friends, and he calls us to pray at three 
levels.  
 

1. PRAY BEFORE YOU SHARE – Communicating Christ requires prayer long 
before you speak a word.  

 
A. Pray that you would place a high value on the salvation of friends and family. Rom. 9:1-

B. Pray that others would enter the process of sharing with your friends. Matt. 9:36-38 
 
 
 

C. Pray that you would have open doors to share. Col. 3:2-3 
 
 
 
2. PRAY WHEN YOU SHARE – For your words to have any impact you must
