Introduction:  When surrounded by foes who should be friends David did three 

things: he placed his total trust in God and he prayed. But he also made 

appropriate plans for the future.   
 

  Problem – Sometimes we can be in pain because 

fellow Christians rise up against us. Psalm 3:1-2

A. David’s Situation – Absalom, David’s son, rises up against 

David.  2 Samuel 15:1-12 
 

B. Our situation – Sometimes we can be accosted by those who 

should be on our side.  
 

C. Our response – We come to God with our pain.  
 

  First response – When enemies rise up we rest in 

God. Psalm 3:3-6 
 

A. Context – David models three ways we can meditate on God 

when we face dark seasons in life.   
 

B. Visualize his character – David envisions God as his shield. 3:3 
 

C. Feel the pain – David cried out to God in his pain. 3:4 
 

D. Rest in his shelter – David received sustaining sleep from God. 

3:5 
 

E. Result – David’s fears were diminished by God. 3:6 
 

  Second response – When enemies rise up we pray 

to God, but we don’t neglect wise planning.   
Psalm 3:7-8 

 

A. Wise planning – David made bold plans as he fled, but they 

were in complete dependence on God.  
 

B. Passionate prayer – David’s prayer reveals a commitment to 

God’s glory more than safety. 3:7a
